The Michigan Chapter of the AFS was 
founded in 1973 and currently serves close 
to 500 members from state and federal 

agencies, tribes, universities, consulting 
firms and the public.  The Chapter wel-
comes active participation from anyone 
interested in aquatic resources. The pri-
mary objectives of the Chapter are to pro-
vide a forum for discussion of fishery is-
sues, increase the awareness of aquatic 
resource issues in the state, and encourage 
networking among people with common 
interests. 

Activities of the Chapter revolve around 
yearly meetings, continuing education 
workshops, and several standing commit-
tees. 

Meetings feature speakers from around 
the state.  Our Chapter particularly seeks 
and encourages student participation.  We 
strive for continually changing meeting 
themes and locations to meet the diverse 
needs of our members. 

Chapter committees 
offer an avenue for 
action at the local and 
state level and an op-
portunity for member 
participation.  The 
Continuing Education 
Committee organizes 
short training courses 
on topics such as flu-
vial geomorphology, 
mussel workshops, fish identification , GIS 
and statistical workshops.  The Rivers and 
Streams committee is active both locally 
and regionally.  The Nominations commit-
tee selects candidates for Chapter Officers.  
The Awards Committee solicits nominees 
for Chapter Awards such as the Hazzard 
Award, Leonard Award, and the Fenske 
Memorial Award and Best Student Paper
